Springfield artist wins Best of Show

Woman uses
scratch board
technique

BELLEVILLE Sandra
Willard only brought 40 pieces
of her work with her to Art on
the Square, making her one of
the least prolific producers at
the 11th annual art show.

So imagine her surprise
when that relatively small
cache of work outweighed the
labor of a couple hundred more
experienced and better traveled

their resume,” Willard, of
Springfield, said of the selec-
tion. “Especially when it hap-
pens at the No. 1-ranked show
in the country. I was shocked
when I found out I won it. It
still hasn’t sunk in.”

As the show neared closing
time on Sunday, Willard had
nearly sold out all of her pieces,
most still life scratch board pic-
tures.

Scratch boarding is a tech-
nique of drawing where the
artist uses sharp tools to scrape
away a layer of black India ink
painted on top of clay. As the
ink is scraped away, the color of
the clay below is revealed to
create the lines of the drawing.

Sometimes artists use multi-
ple layers of different colored
clay on top of one another. The
deeper they cut determines
which color will be revealed.

“Her work is amazing,” Art
on the Square Director Patty
Gregory said of Willard. “From
a few steps away they look like
photographs. You have to have
incredible talent and patience
to do what she does and you
can really see her heart and
soul in her work.”

Willard said she only started
scratchboarding about three
and a half years ago. Before that
she drew in ink.

“You have to take your time,
so it’s impossible to create a
whole bunch of pieces to take
to a show,” Willard said. She

Councilwoman
aims to reduce
violence in ESL

EAST ST. LOUIS — City
Councilwoman Emeka Jackson-

Hicks has proposed legislation
requiring bars and other businesses
to close earlier to cut down on vio-
lence that happens in and around the
establishments.

The legislation calls for the busi-
nesses to close at 2 a.m. during the
week and 3 a.m. on weekends, she
said.

Some places would be exempt,
including the Casino Queen, hotels
and gas stations.

A public hearing on the plan will
be held 6 p.m. Tuesday at City Hall.

U.S. Sen. Dick Durbin, D-
Springfield, has repeatedly called for
the city to make nightclubs close at 1
a.m. to cut down violence, but Mayor
Alvin Parks Jr. has opposed the
change because it would cost jobs.

In a news conference called in
April by Durbin, U.S. Attorney
Stephen Wigginton said East St.
Louis was the nation’s murder capital
last year, posting a murder rate
equivalent to 109 Kkillings per
100,000 residents. The national aver-
age is 5 per 100,000.

Jackson-Hicks said the city’s Police
Department cannot accommodate
the large crowd that comes into the
city after 2 a.m. or 3 a.m.

She said the Police Pepartment is
operating with a skeleton crew and is
already overworked.

Jackson-Hicks said last year over-
time in the department was extreme-
ly high because of the lack of man-
power.

“There’s nothing on the legislation
that cannot be tweaked or changed.
That’s why we want to know what
the citizens desire,” Jackson-Hicks
said.

“The goal of the legislation is not
to prevent business, but to promote
business. In order to promote busi-
ness in our city, we first have to deal
with the issue of public safety,”
Jackson-Hicks said.

Motorcycle ride honors prlsoners of wat, thos

Run for the Wall passes through area Tuesday

Veterans and their supporters
will pass through the metro-east
Tuesday on the annual Run for
the Wall motorcycle ride to
honor prisoners of war and those
missing in action.

Retired Air Force Master Sgt.
Michael D. Gilkerson, of
Mascoutah, will join the ride
from Wentzville, Mo., and visit
Jefferson Barracks Veterans
Hospital on Tuesday morning.

Gilkerson, who served in
Vietnam from 1969 to 1970 with
the 6924th Security Squadron at
Danang Air Base, said the ride
started as a demonstration to get
legislators’ attention to help
those who are prisoners of war
and missing in action.

“We’re not letting you forget,”

my brothers that are missing or
held captive ... and it hits a nerve
with a lot of us.”

Gilkerson said he has wanted
to participate for the past two

decades. He bought his 2012 7

Harley-Davidson Street Glide
about 14 months ago and this
will be his first Run for the Wall.

The group will leave Jefferson
Barracks about 11 a.m. Tuesday
and make their way east from
Interstate 255 to Interstate 64
and across the state. The ride
can be viewed from the Ruby
Lane overpass in Fairview
Heights and the Green Mount
Road overpass in O’Fallon.

Some of the riders started
Wednesday at Rancho
Cucamonga, Calif. The ride ends
Saturday at the Vietnam
Veterans Memorial in
Washington, D.C.

Retired Air Force Col. Pat
Savoy, 56, of Shiloh, made his
way to California to do the entire
ride, more than 5,400 miles.

At registration, Savoy said peo-
ple hugged him and said,
“Welcome home.” In New
Mexico, the group dedicated a
wreath at a new veterans memo-
rial. Along the way, there was a
dozen people “on an overpass in
the middle of nowhere, waving
flags,” Savoy said.

Savoy said the ride is helping
him get back into civilian life
after serving in conflicts since
1991.

Savoy enlisted in the Air Force
in 1976 and served for 35 years,
including Desert Storm, Iraq and
Afghanistan. When he was in
Baghdad, he officiated 22 cere-
monies for fallen warriors.
